Instruction Manual

To assist you in filling in the required information properly in the table of compliance with FTAA facilitation measures, kindly follow the instructions below:

1. 
Weight limits - 
Identifies all the weight limits that apply to express shipments. 



Eg. 1: Weight restrictions that require shipments to be transported by vehicles of a specific size. 

Eg. 2: Restrictions based on the size of a bundle that excludes it from the limits known as “express”

2. Value limit – Determines the value limits that apply to express shipments.

3. Simplified clearance procedures for express shipments – Determine whether the simplified clearance procedures in force are subject to weight limits, size restrictions and value limits.

4. De minimis – Determine whether de minimis levels exist, and if so what are the levels and their scope. 

Eg. Shipments below de minimis level are cleared using expedited procedures, without inspection, etc. 

5. Random inspections – Determine whether inspections are conducted in random fashion. Describe briefly the basis on which shipments are selected. 



Eg. Green light Red Light

6. Selected Inspections: Identify whether inspections of express shipments are conducted based on a selection and the basis on which the selection is made. 

7. Percentage of shipments inspected –– Identify the percentage of bundles within a shipment that are typically subject to inspection. 



Eg. 10% of all bundles of a shipment are inspected, or



100% of all bundles in a shipment are inspected.

8.Release before payment of tariffs or taxes – Specify whether articles can be cleared before payment of taxes or tariffs, or before submission of correct documentation, and  identify the requirements for this type of clearance. 



In bond or under surety



Eg. Corrected documentation submitted within 30 days following clearance.

9. Average clearance time – Specify the average time in which express shipments are cleared. 



Eg. 3 to 4 working days.

10. Advance manifest procedure – Specify whether customs uses advance manifest procedures on which inspections, clearance, or other procedures are based. 

11. Customs facilities service hours – Indicate the working hours for customs facilities. 



Eg. Shipments are processed from 8 to 5 or there is 24 hour service 

12. Express shipment procedures specifically identified in Legislation or Regulations – Specify whether express shipment procedures are provided for the legislation, and if so, indicate the law or regulation. 

13. Meetings with FTAA delegations or negotiators, concerning business facilitation measures. – Please indicate whether it was possible to hold a meeting with the negotiating delegation of the FTAA regarding the adoption of special procedures for the transport industry within the FTAA business facilitation process, and, if so what was the outcome of the meeting. 



Eg. Meeting on August 14, 1999 – Positive outcome – delegation will support measure.
