Seminars with experts on the following subjects:

· Agricultural trade policies in the United States, Canada, Mexico and Brazil

· Trade and  biotechnology, plant varieties, genetically modified organisms and related matters

· Technical standards and the Codex Alimentarius
Training courses with an emphasis on agricultural products in the following subjects:

· Analysis and assessment of international trade negotiations

· Unfair trade practices

· Dispute settlement and WTO notifications

· Risk analysis and guidelines of the International Convention on Phytosanitary Protection

· Trade safeguards and related issues

· Subsidies, Countervailing Measures, Domestic Supports, Subsidies and related issues

· WTO Agreement on the Implementation of Article VII of 1994 GATT and related issues

Advice on the formation of specialized government units that will deal with matters of trade in agricultural and agroindustrial goods related to:
· Technical standards

· Requirements of origin

· Information systems on sanitary and phytosanitary measures 

Studies of financial scenarios of FTAA implications on agricultural products, with the following elements:

· Partial balance on a per product basis of the main agricultural chains in the Andean Countries, and general international trade balance models for the Andean Community

· Multimarket analysis of the Andean Countries and of the Andean Community

· Macroeconomic projections for the Andean Countries
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
